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Abstract

This section presents the thesis’ abstract containing a brief description of the problem and the methodology.

The reader of this section have to able to understand all the relevant information given about the thesis, even though he do not have any previous knowledge on the topic developed. Furthermore, this section should be on the abstract of the thesis and not the topic. Please use one page maximum.
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1 Introduction

Introduction of the problem or relevant question to be developed. In five or ten lines, the author should describe the present state of the art, show tendencies, gaps and schools of thought.

2 Justification of the choice

Presents why the author chose the problem by showing its importance and possible contributions of the thesis to solve it.

3 Objectives

Presentation of the thesis’ objectives. Must particularly focus on the justification of the used methodology and why it is being applied.

4 The problem

Detailed description of the discussed problem, pointing out similar cases. 

5 Bibliographic review

Description of the bibliographic research that will support the author’s statements related to the main topic and initial hypothesis. In about two pages, the author should make a preliminary review on the topic showing that he is familiar with the main bibliographic sources and the theme.

The author can only use scientific sources, i.e. sources published before a scientific committee. Technical documents and manuals can be cited if they assume standard or acceptable specifications.

If the author makes a bibliographic review on several sub-topics, the review can be made in sub-sections.

6 Contributions of the research

Description of the most important aspects selected by the author based on his research and bibliographic review. The author can point out the contributions he hopes his work will bring to this area of knowledge theoretically, methodologically etc.

7 Restrictions

Identification of the main restrictions. These should be related to the characteristics inherent to the problem that is being treated and the author should explain what he expects from the results obtained. Chronological restrictions are inherent to the work itself and do not need to be identified.

8 Methodology

Presentation, justification and brief description of the methodology that is going to be used in the thesis. This section should be between one half and one page in length. The author should give special attention to this section because it is crucial to the scientific validation of the work. The author should justify his choice and demonstrate his knowledge on the methodological options available.

9 Structure of the thesis

Structure of the final document with a line or two about each chapter. 
10 Chronogram

The author should put the chronogram of the work he plans to develop, identifying the main activities, their duration and tasks’ dependencies.

11 Bibliography

The bibliography must follow the Chicago style.
